ÅDevelop strategies that will protect the bases from incompatible 
development and loss of biodiversity on and around the bases.

ÅMove strategies to specific recommendations and work plans that will 
yield tangible results for the defense, economic and conservation 
communities.

Outcome:  The Nature Conservancy identified, characterized and delineated 
areas that would score well as potential conservation projects for protection 
by Florida Forever and other Federal and local conservation programs.
