Support/Funding for Tinker

A 1941: Chamber and Oklahoma Industries Authority
acquired the original land for the base

A 1942: Oklahoma City Air Depot activated by the War
Department

1951: Chamber purchased 3,700 acres for expansion
1955: 640 acres given to the Air Force for base housing

1958: More land given to Tinker for expansiond 2,078
acres
